Given the rising prevalence of construction violations within urban areas, there is a crucial need to investigate
and understand these infractions as a means to effectively mitigate or prevent them. In Iran, the responsibility for
addressing construction violations lies with the municipality and its Article 100 Commission. This study aims to
analyze and classify the approaches and policies regarding construction violations and changes in urban land
use across different countries, with the objective of proposing solutions to curtail these violations. Classified as
fundamental research, this article employs an analytical-descriptive method to extract regulations and policies
related to construction violations and urban land use planning from both developed and less developed
countries. By examining the disparities in construction laws among nations, it becomes apparent that variations
exist in the mechanisms and enforcement of urban regulations. The root causes of construction violations can
generally be attributed to three levels: individual (property owners) administrative (supervisors, city
administrators, and local, provincial and national government officials), and legislative (laws, regulations, and
statutes). Drawing upon the insights gleaned from diverse international experiences in preventing construction
violations, this research identifies a range of solutions proposed in both domestic and foreign studies.
Implementing these solutions offers a promising framework for strategizing and enacting policies to prevent
construction violations and enhance urban land use planning in Iran, thereby potentially reducing the frequency

of such violations.
